Depending on this;

A) This acknowledgement rules both specify the border of activities to provide solidarity among engineers, architects, chemists and other technical staff and organize the performances the foundation will commit according to its aim.

a) Getting students who desire to have a good education but cannot get the opportunity to go to boarding or day schools in the country  or abroad and to have practical training,

b) Founding laboratories, technical offices, schools, dormitories, courses and running them as the legislation and facilities allow,

c) Producing, importing and exporting every kind of technical tools, equipment and devices,

d) Organizing seminars and conferences, getting into contact with educational institutions in foreign countries, attending conferences and seminars, sending and inviting lecturers to evaluate various educational procedures,

e) Arranging competitions to encourage academicals work,

f) Committing and motivating scientific, technical and practical performances, using and evaluating the outcomes in the units of the foundation and publishing these performances are to be done.
